An Open Letter to States, Parties and Humanitarian Organizations

The Eritrean liberation front - was founded in 1960.  The E.L.A., the Eritrean liberation army was formed and led by Hamid Idris Awate and heralded the struggle by firing the first shots at the battle of mount Adal on September 1, 1961.

At present, and since the 3rd national congress of the E.L.F., the organisation is led by comrade Abdulla Idris.

The heroic peoples of Eritrea, under the leadership of the E.L.F., is to-day, not only engaged in one of its difficult and most complicated revolutionary war against external aggression directly conducted by the Soviet union and their cheap tool - the fascist military junta in Ethiopia, but also forced into ugly and final confrontation that may determine the future destiny of the peoples of the horn of Africa.
